                                       HARBOR Waste Disposal Options
Many marine-grade products are HAZARDOUS and require special disposal.  

The following is an abbreviated list of common items used on boats and where to take them locally for proper disposal.

West Side/Ramps 1-5: Recycling (glass, aluminum, cardboard), covered dumpsters, zinc recycling at tidal grids, used oil, used antifreeze, used oil filters & rags, used batteries. Fish cleaning tables near Ramps 4 and 6. 

East Side/Ramps 6 & 7: Covered dumpsters for non-recyclable trash, sewage pumpout barge seasonally at end of EE float.
East Side/System 5: Used oil, used batteries, used antifreeze, used oil filters & rags, covered dumpsters for non-recyclable trash
Sewage:
· Don’t poop in the harbor. The ECO Barge pumpout is seasonally located at the end of EE float. Contact the Harbormasters office for the key and instructions
Oil Absorbent Rags/ Pads:
Lightly soiled: Bag and dispose in the trash
Saturated or dripping: Dispose at the used oil collection satellites near ramp 2 or ramp 8
Oily/Contaminated Bilge Water: Do not dispose in the used oil tanks at the harbor! If 

Used Antifreeze: Dispose in the used antifreeze tanks near Ramp 2 or Ramp 8. 

Used Zincs: Dispose in the labeled barrels at the top of either the steel or wood grids. 
Leftover Paints and Solvents:

Marine Aerial Flares with Propellant Charge:
Grinding/Sandblasting Debris: many bottom paints contain hazardous metals. You MUST check to determine whether your debris is hazardous or non-hazardous. (INSERT WHO CAN HELP WITH THAT)
· Hazardous: Must be disposed of during the Kenai Peninsula Borough’s quarterly hazardous waste days at the transfer facility. . 
· Non-hazardous: Bag and dispose in the trash
Cellphones and all marine electronics: E-cycling is available on April 25, 2015 at SBS in Homer or during the quarterly hazardous waste collection days at the Homer transfer facility. 
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This is not a complete list. When in doubt, check with the Harbor Office at: PHONE/VHF 16. Information is also available at the harbor office on less-toxic alternatives for boat cleaning and maintenance.
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
